Setting the Shift Point

1. Press the upper toggle switch down to the SET/CLR position to clear

the memory. Leave in this position.

2. Set your desired shift-point by manipulating the lower SHIFT SET toggle
switch downward or upward until the pointer indicates the desired RPM for shifting.

3. Return the upper toggle switch to the center TACH position for normal operatian.

&. During normal tachometer operation, the shift light will illuminate at the
instant the engine’s RPM matches the RPM set according to Step 2, above.

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Shift Light Bulb Replacement: Remove three screws on _ +

light housing to open it for bulb replacement. Positioned in the
rear section, the bulb is conveniently removed by pushing and
turning it counter-clockwise. Replace with a #1076 automotive
bulb.

Dial Light Bulb Replacement: Rotate bulb-holding socket
1/8 turn counter-clockwise to remove. Replace with GE 86 bulb
(or equivalent).

Upper Toggle Switch: This switch allows you to establish
the desired RPM shift light activation setting according to Step
2. Use Tach position for normal tachometer operation. Use

RECALL position to recall peak RPM. Use SET/CLR position to
clear the memory.

Establishing the SHIFT SET activation point: Move the
upper toggle switch downward to SET/CLR. Move the lower SHIFT
SET toggle switch downward or upward until the pointer indicates
the desired shift RPM setting, establishing the moment the
shift light will illuminate. Return the upper toggle switch to the
TACH position.
